It was dedicated to the service of the nation 
by the late Prime Minister Smt. Indira Gandhi on 05 November 1982. As a 
fully owned Government of India entity, NABARD continues to pen stories of 
prosperity in rural India.

To emerge as the leading development bank in India, dedicated to enhancing 
rural prosperity.

To promote sustainable and equitable agriculture and rural development 
through participative financial and non-financial interventions, innovations, 
technology and institutional development for securing prosperity.
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Overview of the Report
India presently holds the position of being the world's second-largest 
producer of fruits and vegetables. Over the period from 2003 to 2013, the 
value of agriculture exports surged from USD 5 billion to USD 39 billion. This 
robust growth underscored India's abundant potential for food processing 
and export-oriented production, attributable to its diverse agro-climatic 
conditions, fertile land, ample irrigation, and robust domestic demand. In 
2021, India entered into the top 10 list of agriculture exporters and touched 
the highest ever level of USD 50.21 billion. The major export destinations 
for India’s Agriculture and Allied commodities were Bangladesh, the United 
States of America, China, Vietnam, United Arab Emirates, Indonesia, Saudi 
Arabia, Malaysia, Nepal, Egypt, Sri Lanka, Netherlands, Iran, Iraq, the United 
Kingdom, Japan and Thailand. In the financial year Apr 2022 to Jan 2023, India’s 
agricultural exports amounted to USD 43.37 billion, registering an increase of 
6.04% over the exports of USD 40.90 billion during the corresponding period 
of the previous financial year i.e. April 2021 to January 2022.

Maharashtra is among the leading producers of agricultural products in 
India and demonstrates a robust year-on-year growth, indicating its strong 
export potential. The 'Agriculture and Allied Activities' sector in Maharashtra 
exhibited promising growth rates: 17.9% in 2020-21, 4.4% in 2021-22 (a 
significant decrease due to the economic disruption caused by the COVID-19 
pandemic), and 10.2% in 2022-23.

Over the years Maharashtra has also emerged as a leading state in crop 
diversification which in turn has acted as a catalyst for its consistently growing 
export rates. At the conclusion of the 7th plan, the state had only 2.42 lakh 
hectares under horticulture. In a strategic move towards crop diversification, 
the government initiated an ambitious horticulture development program 
linked to the Employment Guarantee Scheme. Over the following decade, 
the area under fruit crops quadrupled. In the 1990s, Maharashtra began 
exporting grapes, and today, the majority of grapes exported from India 
originate from the state. Onion exports have also seen a consistent rise 
over time. Additionally, pomegranate, mango, and banana have become 
significant additions to the state's export portfolio. Maharashtra leads in 
the export of long-term cut flowers cultivated under advanced greenhouse 
technologies. The state boasts highly diverse agro-climatic conditions 
conducive to cultivating a wide range of fruits and vegetables. The state's 
farmers are progressive and eager to adopt advanced technologies for 
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producing export-quality goods, earning recognition in the export market. 
Maharashtra houses the largest number of globally GAP-certified farmers. 
With over 45 percent of the population residing in urban areas with strong 
purchasing power, the state enjoys a captive local market. Year after year, 
exports from Maharashtra continue to rise. Various players, including farmer-
exporters, merchant exporters, and corporate individuals, have entered the 
agricultural export sector. 

Export-oriented production necessitates significant investment incentives 
and adherence to specialized cultural practices to meet the quality standards 
required by importing countries. Orchards and farms must adhere to 
specific cultivation practices, including the use of chemicals, plant protection 
measures, harvesting techniques, and post-production handling to ensure 
that the produce reaches importers in optimal condition. Exporters must 
navigate various administrative procedures, including obtaining global GAP 
certification, phytosanitary certificates, pesticide residue testing certificates, 
and complying with plant quarantine procedures at ports before dispatching 
goods.

In 2021, the Mahratta Chamber of Commerce, Industries, and Agriculture 
(MCCIA) partnered with the National Bank for Agriculture and Rural 
Development (NABARD) to establish India’s first Agriculture Export Facilitation 
Centre (AEFC), marking a significant step towards harnessing Maharashtra's 
and India's export potential in the agricultural sector. The primary objective of 
this initiative was to enhance the quality and safety of agricultural products, 
boost the competitiveness of Indian exports, and stimulate agricultural sector 
growth, not only in Maharashtra but also across the country.

Operating from Pune, MCCIA has long been recognized as a premier 
chamber in the Western Maharashtra region. The chamber has consistently 
focused on facilitating agro-processing and promoting agro-export activities. 
The Western Maharashtra and Khandesh regions have been acknowledged 
for their progressive agricultural practices, including the cultivation of high-
value commercial crops and the adoption of advanced techniques such as 
greenhouse farming and long-stem cut flower cultivation for export purposes. 
These regions have been significant contributors to the state's production 
of grapes, onions, bananas, pomegranates, cut flowers, and vegetables. 
Furthermore, renowned varieties such as Alphonso mangoes from Konkan, 
Kesar mangoes from Marathwada, and loose skin mandarins from Vidarbha 
have held notable export potential.

In January 2020, with assistance from NABARD and under the active 
patronage of Dr. Harshkumar Bhanwala, Chairman of NABARD, MCCIA hosted 
the National Summit on Agriculture Export (NSAE).This summit brought 
together over 200 delegates and exporters to address challenges faced by 
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3exporters and discuss potential solutions. One significant outcome of the 
summit was the proposal to conduct an annual seminar to tackle issues and 
provide feedback for policy improvements. Recognizing the ongoing need 
for support and guidance for exporters, MCCIA initiated the establishment 
of AEFC, aiming to serve as a comprehensive resource centre for exporters.

AEFC was designed to engage experts in various fields related to agriculture 
exports, such as pesticide residue management, global GAP certification, 
market preferences of potential importing countries, quality standards, and 
export procedures at airports and seaports. Additionally, it aimed to develop 
a knowledge bank accessible to exporters, providing information on APEDA 
schemes, government support, and export-related initiatives. The centre also 
offered short-term training courses for aspiring exporters, addressing their 
concerns and providing assistance through various communication channels. 
MCCIA planned to periodically publish literature on export-related topics, 
aiming to drive higher growth rates in agricultural exports and enhance 
farmers' incomes.

This report provides an overview of the activities and advancements during 
the first phase of the MCCIA-NABARD AEFC from 2021 to 2024.
